6. How to Get There

All workshops and plenary sessions will take place at Dwinelle Hall at UC Berkeley. Dwinelle Hall is in the middle of
the campus, just north of the Cesar Chavez Student Center (due north of the Bancroft Way/Telegraph Ave
intersection).

By Plane: Public transportation is available from both the Oakland and San Francisco Airports. Flights for less than
$125 roundtrip are often available from Virgin Airlines, Jet Blue, and Southwest Airlines.

The Oakland International Airport is approximately 15 miles from UC Berkeley. To get to UC Berkeley via public
transportation, take the AirBart Shuttle to the Oakland Coliseum BART station. Board a Richmond bound BART train
and get off at the Berkeley Station.

By Car: If you are driving to the Bay Area, we encourage you to carpool. To find ride mates, please post a message
on http://groups.yahoo.com/group/TGSummit.

International Airport.
